How do you see God’s 
working in your life?  What opportunities for wonder did you miss?

What can you do to ensure that you remember the wonders of God in 2006? 

How does knowing that God wants a relationship with you encourage you?

How can remembering God’s wonders and work in your life help you as face a new year?

Thank God today for His love for you. Thank Him for all the wonders He has performed 
in your life. Ask Him to help you be aware of His working in your life this year. Pray that 
you’ll be consistent in recalling His wonders and faithfulness to you.
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
